SERVED AND SACRIFICED THEIR LIVES FOR THE ONES THEY LEFT BEHIND;
DECLARING THAT THE NAMES OF THOSE WHO HAVE DIED BE PLACED ALONG
“NEW MEXICO LAW ENFORCEMENT HIGHWAY CROSS”, CONSISTING OF 1-25
and [-40 STATE WIDE.

WHEREAS, every law enforcement officer should be honored and
shown the respect after giving their lives for New Mexico; and
WHEREAS, the families of those who have fallen, and all those who
drive along I-25 and I-40 throughout New Mexico, can see the
names of those who sacrificed their lives so that others may

enjoy safety and freedom.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE AMERICAN
LEGION AUXILIARY NEW MEXICO GIRLS STATE
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marker, on both I-25 (north-south) and 1-40 (east-west), the names of fallen New Mexico
Law Enforcement officers run through the entirety of New Mexico; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that since the names will be covering both highways all the
way from north to south, and east to west, the memorial shall be named, “New Mexico Law
Enforcement Highway Cross Memorial.”

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this memorial be transmitted to the secretary
of state and the senate memorial committee for appropriate consideration and representation.
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
